Over the past four
months, | have been
privileged to serve as
your 22" president.
During this short time, |
have witnessed and
been a part of many
changes. One
noticeable change to the
campus is our newly
updated and renovated
swimming pool. Gone is the covered, unusable
eyesore and in its place stands a beautiful, open-air
swimming venue that has been, and will continue to
be, enjoyed by students and community alike. Also,
a trip to Hiwassee will call attention to the fact that
there is a considerable increase in the number of
students walking the halls and sidewalks of our
beloved campus. Thanks to a campus-wide
collaborative effort involving all levels of staff and
faculty, | am very pleased to announce a thirty-eight
percent increase in our overall enroliment this fall.

The faculty and staff have done a tremendous job and
continue to work diligently toward our plans for the
future. We will continue to increase enrollment
through recruitment and retention of students.
Hiwassee College now provides opportunities to earn
a quality education and complete an undergraduate
degree either by taking classes in Weekend College
or by taking advantage of flexible scheduling as well
as online classes. We have dramatically increased
our Work-Study Program in order to help students
and families pay for the cost of a college education.
The addition of non-traditional sports programs, such
as bass fishing and competitive shooting, are
attracting new interest in Hiwassee as well.

We are reaching out to businesses, locally, regionally
and globally, to determine what career skills and

knowledge are needed to enter today’s workforce.
We are developing study abroad and mission work
programs, and are researching graduate placement
opportunities. We will respond to dynamic
changes in career needs within the framework of a
Christian based liberal arts foundation, so that our
graduates will leave with critical thinking skills
and practical knowledge needed to be contributing
members and leaders of society.

We are changing Hiwassee College into a campus
dedicated to sustainable living. We are seeking
and securing all possible funding sources to
provide high-quality facilities for teaching,
learning and healthy living. We are creating
partnerships with appropriate communities in order
to develop and support opportunities for recreation
and health facilities utilization.

Finally, Hiwassee will be engaging in a
comprehensive fundraising plan to support the
mission of the college. This plan will result in the
renewal of our residency halls, auditorium, science
building and campus infrastructure, as well as
grow our endowment. Well-maintained facilities
and scholarship opportunities are critical to our
increasing enrollment.

Year Award. In 1996, she received the Alumni Service Award from Emory & Henry. She holds both Masters of Divinity
and Doctor of Divinity degrees from Emory University.

Reverend Bill went to his heavenly home on January 12, 2009. He leaves behind a legacy that can never be duplicated.
Dr. Evelyn Laycock will be present at Homecoming to accept this award on Bill’s behalf.
